Ephesians Overview of Christ 
Ephesians 1:1-2

WHO WERE THESE BELIEVERS?  
· Chief sea port of Asia

· During Paul's second missionary journey (A.D. 51) he left Aquila and Priscilla behind to continue spreading the gospel in Ephesus. During his third missionary journey the Apostle Paul spent three years in Ephesus.

· Acts 19:1-7 (Ephesus received the baptism of Holy Spirit through Paul's ministry)

· Acts 19:10-12 (Ephesus became the center of Gospel influence throughout Asia)

· Acts 19:13-20 (In Ephesus we learn about the seven sons of Sceva) this showed the people that there is a difference between someone claiming the power of the Lord, and actually having the power of God.

· Paul's epistle to the Ephesians (Ephesians is written to a group of believers who have not fully realized the power and protection they have in Christ. In this letter, Paul reveals Jesus as their only provision and singular source of power to live victorious lives-it is another beautiful Revelation of our Lord and Savior).

· Paul's epistles of 1st and 2nd Timothy is written to a young pastor during two different times.   The first (AD 62) being a time of church growth and instruction, and the second (AD 67), being a time of severe persecution under the Roman emperor Nero.  Soon after his second letter to Timothy, the Apostle Paul would be beheaded in June of AD 68. 
CHRIST REVEALED:  
We see Jesus’ grace (1:2, 6-7; 2:7)
· Grace gives what you don't deserve / Mercy restrains what you do deserve

His glory (1:12, 14)

· Psalm 8:1 “O Lord, our Lord, How excellent is Your name in all the earth, Who have set Your glory above the heavens!”
His purpose (1:9, 11; 3:11)

· Isaiah 46:10 “Remember the former things of old, for I am God, and there is no other, I am God, and there is none life Me, Declaring the end from the beginning.  Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times things that are not yet done, Saying, ‘My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My pleasure.”   
His inheritance (1:18)

· The HOPE of HIS calling -- Hebrews 3:1-6
His power (1:19)

· Dunamis power... Romans 8:11 "But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you."
His love (2:4)

· "that in the ages to come He might show the exceeding riches of His grace in His kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.  For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God," (2:7-8)
His workmanship (2:10)

· "who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself His own special people, zealous for good works." (Titus 2:14)
· "But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;" (1 Peter 2:)

His Spirit (3:1-6)

· “So he answered and said to me: "This is the word of the LORD to Zerubbabel: 'Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,' Says the LORD of hosts." (Zech. 4:6)
His gifts (4:11)

· 1 Cor. 12:1-11 (diversities of gifts)
His sacrifice (5:2)

· 2 Cor. 2:14-16 (The aroma of Christ within us) 

His strength (6:10)

· It is God's armor - tried and tested by Him
